Lab 2: Excel Hint #2

To make a semi-log plot in Excel:

1. Highlight the range of cells which you wish to appear on the x-axis.

2. Highlight the range of cells which you wish to appear on the y-axis. Since these cells are not contiguous with the x-axis cells, you will need to hold down the little cloverleaf key in order to select two non-contingous ranges of cells.

3. Click the chart-wizard icon. Select scatter plot.

4. Step through the chart wizard questions, adding informative labels to the chart and axes.

5. Finish the chart. You will now have a plot with two linear axes.

6. Click on the axis that you wish to have be logarithmic.

7. Up on the menu bar, pull down the "Format" menu. Chose "Selected Axis…."

8. There is a check box for "logarithmic axis." Check this box.
