Strike and Dip Measurements

When completing field mapping, geologists record the strike and dip of rock outcrops. Dip is the angle of inclination to the bed from the horizontal in the direction of steepest descent (i.e. along the direction water would flow down the bed). Strike is evaluated at right angles to the dip direction, so that it is the intersection of the plane of the bed with the horizontal plane.
